1. RELATED

How many people in your family are Girl Scouts or former Girl Scouts? Was your mom a Girl Scout? What
about your cousins?

Include how long you have been a Girl Scout, if
you plan to continue as a Junior, Cadette and Senior, and include one adventure you have had while in Girl
Scouting. Give a copy of the letter to an alumna that you meet and talk about what being a Girl Scout means

to you. Maybe the alumna will share with you her stories.
